COMRADE DAYAL CHANDRA DEY PASSES AWAY

With profound grief, we convey to you the news of sad, sudden and premature demise of
Com. Dayal Chandra Dey on 11.09.2022 at the age of 58 years leaving behind his wife, two
daughters besides relatives, friends & comrades.

Com. Dayal Chandra Dey was the member of the Central Executive Committee of UCBEA, Vice
President of West Bengal & Sikkim State Committee of UCBEA.

Born at Entally, Kolkata in West Bengal on 05.08.1964, Com. Dayal, completed his studies in
Kolkata. In 1987, he joined as a technician in a private company in Kolkata, West Bengal. Then he
joined UCO Bank on 16.03.1990 at Head Office, 10 Brabourne Road in General Administration
Dept. Later he was posted at Security Dept., Head Office as SWO-A.

After joining the Bank, within a short period Com. Dayal came directly in touch with leaders of
UCBEA and started working for the causes of the employees in our Bank. Within a short span, with
his pleasant personality and sober behavior and for his dedication, he became a popular volunteer
of UCBEA for the causes of employees, irrespective of cadres, and finally emerged as a leader of
UCBEA. He was a regular participant in all the Trade Union activities of UCBEA and BEFI as well as
in democratic movement for the toiling masses.

Com. Dayal Chandra Dey was also a very good worker and he received praises from the Bank’s top
Management for his extraordinary contributions. He was very popular among Bank’s casual
workers, canteen workers and drivers too.

As a devoted soldier of the trade union movement in the banking industry as well as UCO Bank, he
was well conversant with the complexities in the trade union movement. As a hard-working, soft-
spoken, pleasant personality and dedicated worker, he was acceptable to all the ranks of
membership and all section of employees. He was involved in many social activities in BBD Bag,
Kolkata and in his native place, Sonarpur, South 24 Parganas, West Bengal. He had also spent his
time for the people in distress. His premature death is a great loss to the society surrounding him,
his family and UCBEA too.




Since last year he fell ill due to various reasons after suffering from Covid. He was undergoing
treatment in various hospitals and under the supervision of renowned doctors. Specially in the last
two months his health had broken down. But he has done regular bank works, also did
organizational works. On 10.09.2022 he suddenly became very ill and was admitted to Ruby
General Hospital, Kolkata. He was put on ventilation on 11.09.2022 morning. He passed away on
11.09.2022 around 09-30 P.M.
